J. Anthony is an independent Luthier, (guitar maker), prac-
ticing his craft much in the tradition of the late 19th cen-
tury Spanish Luthier, Antonio de Torres. The guitar’s size
and fan pattern is similar to the more contemporary Hauser
design of 1937. Its’ body tapers from a wider lower bout
to a narrower upper bout which gives this classical guitar a
more modern look. The peghead black/white herringbone
inlay pattern matches the back inlay of the guitar. Paua
Shell abalone, (blue, turquoise, purple and red), is inlaid
on the fretboard and the rosette around the soundhole.

This one of a kind guitar is hand made from some of the
finest and rarest quarter sawn wood in the world. The
soundboard is Spruce while the neck is Honduran Ma-
hogany. The fingerboard is Madagascar Ebony and the
back and sides are Bloodwood imported from South
America. The tuners are Schaller with Ebony buttons.
The nut and saddle are carved out of bone. The sound
quality and physical beauty of this guitar are excep-
tional.
